Spelling & Handwriting

Spellings will begin in year 1 on a weekly
basis. These will begin in a few weeks time
and continue throughout the year. They will
come home on a Wednesday with the test
being the following week. It really does
make such a difference with a couple of
practices through the week and it begins to
build children’s understanding of alternate
spellings.

As the year goes on we will be focusing a
portion of our attention to getting all
children’s handwriting ready for the next
stage of learning - cursive writing. Activities
in morning tubs will reflect this more and |
will share some of the strategies and tools
we use in school to help children in this
area.
